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RALPH SPEAKS ON HIS OLD DAYS

AS INTERVIEWED BY DICK FREELAND

This interview with Ralph Stanley was prepared by Mr. Charles R (“Dick™)
Freeland at Rebel Studio, Clinton, Md. on February 23, 1971, the nite Ralph &
his boys waxed their latest album, “Cry From The Cross” (Rebel SLP-1499).
Ed

Dick : Raph, if you could, could you give us a little bit of an idea of
how you and Carter first got started in the music business?

Ralph : Yea, I'll try my best to, Dick. We organized our band as The
Stanley Brothers And The Clinch Mountain Boys in December 1946 and started
on a little radio station in Norton, Virginia. We worked there a couple of months
and then moved to a larger town, a place called Bristol, Virginia, Tennessee,
the line runs down the thru the middle of the city, and worked 12 years on
“Farm And Funtime” there.

Dick : Could you give me any idea just approximately how many songs
or records you think you and Carter recorded over the years?

Ralph : I think during the 20 years that we were together, we had released
maybe around 38 or 39 long play albums.

Dick : That sure is a flock of records!

Ralph : That’s a bunch of them!

Dick : I sort of would like to go back to the early years and if you could
give me an idea of where you learned to play banjo and whether it’s the only
instrument you do play and also where Carter got his background and so on
and so forth.

Ralph : The banjo is the only instrument that I play and I sort of learned
that first from my mother, she played banjo. She had eleven brothers and
sisters in the family and all of them played the five string banjo some. Carter
sort of got his, took up his guitar work from a local mail carrier. He carried
the mail each day by our house on a horse and he carried his guitar and his
harmonica right along with him. We would always watch for him. We could hear
him coming before he got there, playing and a singing.

Ralph : Are there any other members of the family who play music?

Ralph : No. Carter and myself are the only ones that play.

Dick : Earlier you mentioned the “Farm And Funtime” show. I know that
a lot of the artists early in country music got their start there. I wonder if
you could tell us a little bit more about it,who operated,ran it who operated,
ran it and so forth?

Ralph : Yea, this new station in Bristol started up, WCYB and we started
this “Farm And Funtime” ourselves, The Stanley Brothers And The Clinch
Mountain Boys. We worked it about a year. I believe it was a hour and maybe
15 minutes per day and it was really going good over Tennessee, Kentucky
and Virginia and North and South Caroliana and several other states. People got
to hearing about it and several bands did come in and start on it with us.

Dick : I imagine from the publicity from the “Farm And Funtime”

show you got the opportunity to go out and play quite a few places around the
country and the area there. Can you give us an idea of the type of place you
were working and so on and so forth?

Ralph : Well, back at first, we worked a lot of high school auditoriums
and theaters and of course drive-in theaters in the summer time and we
worked some churches and a later on we worked a lot of colleges and
universities over the country.

Dick : In addition to the many places that you worked in the United
States I know that you worked several countries overseas. Could you sort
of give us an idea of where they were and some of the highlights?

Ralph : Yea! We have toured Canada a few times, Dick and then we
a 1966, we toured over in Europe for three weeks, Germany, England,
Switzerland, Denmark and Sweden.

Dick : That’s great! I imagine you really enjoyed getting to meet and
see a lot of them.

Ralph : We sure did and we met a lot of nice people too.

Dick : Ralph, I know you got a show to do tonight and I would
appreciate it if you could before you have to rush out, just sort of, in your
own words, tell us a little bit about your late brother, Carter and I am sure
the people would appreciate hearing some inside information.

Ralph : Alright Dick, I would be glad to. Carter was a very sincere person.
He was strictly business, when he done something he wanted to do it right,
and when he wasn’t a doing something, like in business or music, or something
you know, he like to enjoy himslef. He liked to hunt, fish, things like that.

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RARE OLD PICTURES

REVEALS HOW CARTER & RALPH GOT STARTED

For the most part of last February and
March, this editor was killing days of un-
easiness. I didn’t go for a doctor-or for a
witch-doctor, whichever your choice might
have been. I was sure no skilled doctor
could even give me a good prescription to
save my pain. A cure-for-all in my case
was a certain sort of pictures that I needed
for putting into this publication. The
deadline was stealing on. I was in a sort of
despair. Several SOSs were beamed for the
States.

Then, one cold morning (though it was
already last March here in this city) I found
in my mailbox an air mail package from
Mrs. Fay McGinnis, prexy, The Ralph
Stanley Fan Club, Wyandotte, Mich. You
wouldn’t guess right how I got back right
almost instantly with it!

I lost not a minite to snatch “‘a medicine”
out of the package. Thank God! I saw quite
a few pitctures of Ralph and Carter and that
kind of people being enclosed. Also, there
were two very rare pictures that have pleased
me the most.

So, these two pictures are hereby re-
produced in this page and the next for
your pleasure. I bet they are of the highest
value today as far as The Clinch Mountain
Boys are concerned and you might be
irresistible.

Mrs. McGiness, in her covering letter,
wrote to me that these two particular
photos had been given to her by Pee Wee
Lambert’s widow. On the flip side of
each picture there were hand-written brief
annotations as endeavored by Mrs. Lambert.

As most of our readers would remember,
Pee  Wee started in music with Carter
while Ralph was still in the Army in 1945,
said Mrs. McGiness. Then, Carter and Ralph,
The Stanley Brothers, had to wait for
another year before it was actually born
into this world since Lambart’s stint with
Carter began.

As far as Mrs. Lambert remembers, the
picture below is the first one ever made
of the boys as a band. It was taken in the
early part of 1947 soon after they came
to Bristol, Va. The localtion is a station
in Bristol, Va. (WOPI ?). Standing L to
R:Pee Wee Lambert and Leslie Keith.
Stoopping L toR:Carter Stanley and Ralph
Stanley.

In her comment to Mrs. McGinnis,
Mrs. Lambert remarked, “Fay, note that
Ralph wore his hair parted in the middle
then but he looked cute that way, don’t
you think?

In fact their first wax session was done
with these four boys for Rich-R-Tone at
Station WOPI around this time (probably
between Sept. 1947 and June 1949 ac-
cording to Mr. Pete Kuykendall in his
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article). Keith was on fiddle while Pee
Wee was on mandolin.

Another picture, in the next page, was
taken in 1946 at Radio Station WNVA,
Norton, Va. Standing L to R:Ray Lambert
(no relation to Pee Wee), Roy Sykes (Carter’s
J.D. Richards, Gaines Blevins (Mrs. Lambert
thinks) and Jack ---- . Mrs. Lambert an-
noted this way: “This is the first band
I can ever remember hearing play on this
radio station. In fact, it may have been
the first one.”

There are still several other pictures of

old days which are of equal importance
to these two. You will see these others
reproduced in other pages in this publication.
The deitor really don’t know how to express

properly my thanks to Mrs. McGinnis who
in fact has made this publication really
possible as it is. Ed.

Note:The editor took the liberty of
labeling the picture on Page as taken
in 1946 at the earliest (or in 1947 if
Mrs. Lambert is right) against the originally
credited year as 1945. This change was
taken place since Station WYCB, Bristol
is understood to have been inaugurated in
1946.

There is a possible chance that this picture
was taken at this station’s “Farm And Fun
Time” Show. Ed.
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REBEL NOW CLAIMS WHOLE SOUTH
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Yes, Sir Lee! A history book may tell you
that Rebel headquartered at Richmond, Va.
finally gave its way to Washington in 1865.
However, we grass bugs know another fact
about “Rebel.” Right to the contrary, Rebel
is now stationing at Hyattsville, Md., just 5
or 6 miles off The State Capitol to claim
that they have swept the entire South.

This became a historical fact as far as the
bluegrass-old time music trade is concerned when
Mr. Charles R Freeland established Rebel
Recording Co. in 1964. By now his Rebel banner
has been well recognized worldwide as the
foremost bluegrass label with such recording
artists of name and reputation as Ralph Stanley,
The Country Gentlemen, Don Reno, Red Smiley
and the upcoming Cliff Waldron as well.

While Rebel is represented here by King
Records, Tokyo under the latter’s Sevenseas
logo we are listing below albums available
from Rebel and Zap catalogs in the States today.
Incidentally, Time Magazine (Nov. 7, 1969)
interpreted the word, “Zap”, to mean, “the
green farmland changes to brown, fields of
burned grass roll gleaming up the mountains
from the sea” in such a beautiful tone.

We sincerely hopt this listing is of great value
to you all. Ed.

The Clinch Mountain Boys. originally known as Carter & Ralph (The
Stanley Brothers) And The Clinch Mountain Boys was formed under the
Carter’s aegis in 1946, immediately upon Ralph’s discharge from the Army.
They first got a job the same year at a Norton, Va. station, then moved west
to Bristol, Va., WCYB Radio where they were picked for The Farm And Fun
Time show. Remained there for 12 years as a regular cast.

In 1946 they were signed for Rich-R-Tone, a Johnson City, Tenn. disk firm
and the first recording session at WCYB for the lable was reportedly conducted
sometime between 1947 - 1949, as according to Pete Kuykendall on his
“The Stanley Brothers-Discography.”

Then they switched their recording label to Columbia early in 1949 but
returned to Rich-R-Tone in 1952.

It is known that by about 1968 Ralph adopted “three finger” banjo
pickin® style in addition to his traditional ‘“claw hammering™ style. In an
interview later Ralph revealed that he learned the former style directly from a
North Carolina banjoist Snuffy Jenkins.

In 1951 they appeared Louisiana Hayride, KWKH, Shreveport, La. and in
1954 they appeared Dominion Barn Dance, WRVA, Richmond, Va.

During a short while (51-52) when Ralph was on recuperation from an
auto accident, Carter was with Bill Monroe's Bluegrass Boys to have cut
6 sides for Decca Records. No further partings between Ralph and Carter has
been observed until Carter’s being called to rest in heaven late in 1966.

During these days, their recording affiliation was further moved from
Columbia to Mercury in 1957 and in 1958 to Starday and also on King and
remained there until 1971.

At the Carter’s death, The Stanley Brothers was changed to be called Ralph
Stanley And The Clinch Mountain Boys, late in 1966. The Clinch Mountain
Boys' personnel remained unchanged. The then entire line-up was Ralph on
banjo, Curly Ray Cline on fiddle, Melvin Goins on rhythm guitar, Jack Lynch
on bass fiddle and Larry Sparks was now on regular stuff line as a lead singer.
Larry was added to an off-and-on Clinch Mountain boy in 1965 when Carter was
still in this world and he remained as a regular lead singer for Ralph Stanley And
The Clinch Mountain Boys for 2% years until he formed his own The
Lonesome Ramblers.
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Melvin Goins is now on The Goins Brothers and Jack Lynch is in the disk
business with his Jalyn Records. George Shuffler, a long time bassist but
occasionally played guitar in such master as “Mountain Dew,” is reportedly
retired now.

The following discography, as compiled by Mr. Charles R. Freeland, prexy
of Rebel Records, covers all records released in the States either as Ralph
Stanley or as The Stanley Brothers, whether they may be albums or 45-rpm singles
in the Ralph Stanley Era (starting January 1961 up to date). The editor claims
this is the most complete and the most updated of this kind . . . and, more
importantly, this is the very first Ralph Stanley discography during the said
period.

Mr. Freeland is reminding you of the fact that there are 3 albums released during
this period that were not included in the following listings because they are what
you call it a re-issues. In order of releases, they are “How Far To Little Rock
(King, KLP-1046),” “The Famous Hits Of The Stanley Brothers (Nashville,
NLP-2037)” and “Sweeter Than The Flowers (Nashville, NLP-2067).” Masters
included therein were all recorded previously by Ralph and Carter together as

The Stanley Brothers. While exact dates of releases and recordings for these
King-Nashville materials are unable to trace, the editor suggests that you would
go for “Disc Collector,” Nos. 16 and 20, where the old Stanley Brothers dis-
cography (suspposed to be up to circa 1965) are available.

Also, there are two masters unmentioned in the following listings. They
are “Gloryland” and “Prettiest Bed Of Flowers,” as produced by Mr. Freeland
on February 22 and 23, 1971 as a part of Ralph’s “Cry From The Cross”
session but remain unissued. Furthermore, the editor suspects if Ralph took part
in the “Curly” Ray Cline “Chiken Reel (RebelSLP-1499)” session.

The editor sincerely hope you all the people join me in expressing a heartful
of appreciation for the great effort as done by Mr. Freeland. This listings were
solely prepared for our people and have never been published elsewhere.
